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CÓRDOBA 

Córdoba is a city in Andalusia, southern Spain, and the capital of the province of Córdoba. 
Located at 37.88° North, 4.77° West, on the Guadalquivir river, it was founded in ancient Roman 
times as Corduba by Claudius Marcellus. Its population in 2008 was 325,453. 

Today a moderately-sized modern city, the old town contains many impressive architectural 
reminders of when Cordova was the thriving capital of the Caliphate of Cordoba that governed 
almost all of the Iberian peninsula. It has been estimated that Cordoba, with up to 500,000 
inhabitants in the tenth century, was the largest city in Western Europe and, perhaps, in the world.

• Great Mosque of Cordoba: The mosque, which contains columns that date back to the 
Roman and Visigothic periods, was primarily constructed during the Umayyad period (its 
construction started in 784), and was converted to a Cathedral after the Reconquista.  

• Córdoba Synagogue (14th century)  
• Fernandine and Alphonsine-style churches (13th century)  
• Various monasteries and convents  
• Walcha Cave (built in 1489)

Famous people born in Cordova and its province

Cordoba was the birthplace of five famous philosophers and religious scholars: 

• In Roman times the Stoic philosopher Seneca,  
• In classical Islamic times  

o The Islamic scholar ibn Hazm, a major Muslim theologian and legal jurist,  
o The Islamic scholar ibn Rushd or Averroes, one of Islam's most famous and 

eminent scholars and philosophers,  
o Imam Abu 'Abdullah al-Qurtubi, a leading jurist of the Maliki madhab, and  
o The Jewish rabbi and philosopher Moses Maimonides.  

Cordoba was also the birthplace of 

• The Roman poet Lucan,  
• The medieval Spanish poet Juan de Mena, and  
• The Renaissance poet Luis de Góngora, who lived most of his life and wrote all his most 

important works but one in Cordoba.  

In addition some scholars have linked to Cordoba 

• The Renaissance philosopher Abraham Cohen de Herrera and  
• The prominent Jewish mystic Moses ben Jacob Cordovero  

Both of these were evidently descended from families which lived in Cordova before the expulsion 
of the Jews from Spain. 

More recently, several flamenco artists were born here as well, including 

• Vicente Amigo 
• Joaquín Cortés  
• Fosforito 
• Paco Peña

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Location 

The Province of Cordoba covers a surface area of 13.718 km2, taking in 75 municipalities.  

Cordoba is flanked to the north by the Sierra Morena, by the Sierra Subbética to the south, and is 
divided by the basin of the Guadalquivir. To the north, Cordoba borders on the Provinces of Ciudad 
Real and Badajoz, and is flanked to the west by the Province of Seville, to the east, by the province 
Jaén and to the south, by the provinces of Málaga and Granada. The capital city lies on the banks 
of the Guadalquivir at an altitude of 106 m, covering a surface area of 1245 km2 and separated 
from Madrid by 402 km.  

Córdoba: How to get there 

Córdoba is strategically located as a result of its privileged geographical position. Situated in 
the southwestern extremity of the European continent, the province is entered from the north via 
the Sierra Morena, the final link with the Castilian meseta, which opens onto the Valle del 
Guadalquivir [Guadalquivir Valley], an alpine basin that separates the Sierra Morena from the Betic 
Cordillera.  

Córdoba lies in a strategic position, communicating and acting as a point of contact between 
Europe and Africa, less than two hours away (by air), train or sea, from any point within the Iberian 
Peninsula.
